“Early childhood education should top Pakistan's national agenda
and Pakistani parents should also be educated along with their
children,” says Igra Education Foundation Director Dr. Tasneema
Mahmood Ghazi. Addressing a seminar in Lahore on “Child
Growth and Character Development Through ECE in Islamic
Perspective” held under the aegis of AFAQ, she said Pakistan
offered greater opportunities for growth than most of the
countries and the children here were academically sounder than
those of other states.
